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SETTING THE PROGRAM SCHEDULES

This thermostat has the ability to program each individual day of the week separately, or program 7 days of the week at once. You can also program weekdays (5 days)to
one schedule and then weekends (2 days) to a different schedule. See the Menu information for details on how to set this up.(refer to Menu 10 for zone 1 and menu 02 for zone 2)
